This cycle ride starts from the village of Carlton Colville. From here
the route heads south into a gently rolling landscape of attractive
villages, old country estates and ancient woodlands (copses). Take
time to visit a plethora of historic churches, some of flint, some of
thatch. Then its east to the unspoilt coastline, with its crumbling
cliffs and rare plant/bird life. Along this route you can discover a
‘church within a church’, take a ride aboard a 1930’'s tram and
stroll along a seaside pier.

Covehithe - tiny hamlet, severely eroded by the sea.

M St. Andrew’s Church - the original 14th C. church was to
big to maintain, so it was partly dismantled in 1672, and a
small thatched replacement built within its nave.

South Cove - tiny/scattered hamlet. The thatched
church (St. Lawrence) has a Jacobean pulpit and
15th C. painting.

Just off the route - Southwold (3 miles south east of
route). Charming town, with nine open greens, period
houses and brewery. Award-winning beach and harbour.
Market - Mon, Thurs. s
& Rear of Town Hall, Market Place.
M Alfred Corry Museum (Ferry Road) - restoration of first
Southwold lifeboat (built 1893). Open all year.

Sotterley - tiny hamlet set beside parkland of the
18th C. hall.

(died 1638), his two wives and twenty-two children.

Hulver Street - the village name is derived from ‘holie
verd’ (holly), grown here since 1267.

Mutford - listed in the Domesday Book, this was once an
important village where local taxes were collected. ¢
M St. Andrew’s Church - 14th C. only round Norman tower
with Galilee porch.
